professional photographer Ronnie Weir who was 
paying his third visit to the club. 
 
This was an extremely interesting and instructive 
evening.  Ronnie covered various areas of Scotland 
with his landscape and wildlife photography and he 
gave us plenty of hints for improving our own  work  
through composition, colour, shooting at the right 
time of day and selecting either a horizontal or 
vertical format. 
 
He likes a lot of colour in his images and he also 
likes to crop to panoramic or letterbox shape when 
the composition suits.  His shots of wildlife inclu ded 

wild flowers, 
deer, ducks, 
birds  (and this 
little fella) many 
taken close to 
his home, in 
Perthshire.  In 
western 
Scotland and on 
the islands he 
has 
photographed many different birds and sea life.

  At any venue look around you for different shots.  
                   Light is very important. 

Muted sun is better than harsh sun for wildlife 
                      with white feathers. 

Don’t have moving objects going out of the photo. 
Try panning techniques for moving objects such

India 3  
Bob Collins was our guest the 
following week with his third 
instalment of his India journey.  
Although travelling with a small group 
he managed to slip away on his own 
most mornings to picture life ‘in the 
raw’. 
These pictures of life in India were very revealing  
with cattle wandering in the streets, some lying 
dead, and goats and dogs also roaming freely, not t o 
mention people going about their daily business.  
Yet for me his real talent shines through when 
photographing people.  He has the skill of getting 
people of all ages to pose for him freely and the 
results were the highlight of the evening for me. 
 
This third show covered his travels from Aggra to 
Jaipur to Jaisalmer to Jodpur.  
 
Jaipur, the pink city, has an amazing Palace of the  
Winds, vast and including the Amber Fort with 
beautiful stone carvings and latticed windows.  Thi s 
city also included the Jantar Mantar which was a 
very early observatory of the heavens which still 
plots the star movements.  He also drew our 
attention to all the various forms of transport her e 
including camels, elephants, tricycles, scooters an d 
buses. 
 
Jaisalmer was out in the ‘sticks’ close to a desser t 
and the Pakistan border.  It is famous for the wall  
round the town.  Photos of trips to neighbouring 
villages showed how backward these areas were. 
The people were dependent for a well for water and 
made rugs and pottery to survive.  His people shots  
here were excellent. 
 
The last part of his journey was to Jodhpur where h e 
visited the Castle on the Hill called the Mehrangar h 
Fort.  It is massive and has amazing stone carvings  
and lattice work.
