The judges were Ann Miles and 
Dave Coates from the north of 
England and Steve Smith from 
North Berwick.  There were over 
eleven hundred prints and as the 
scores were read out it became 
clear that we had done well.  In 
the colour prints section every 
one of our prints gained nine 
marks or over out of fifteen with 
Alex Dorrens “Chair in a corner” 
gaining thirteen marks and being 
commended.  Peter De Marco’s 
“Harris Hawk” was awarded 
twelve points and our top ten 
were no lower than ten points 
each. 
 
In the monochrome section nine 
was again our lowest  score all of 
which proved that our entries 

were of a high or very high standard.  Thanks go to  Peter for identifying the top prints and 
encouraging members to enter them. 
 
In the final analysis we were place seventh out of thirty two clubs, our highest placing for a 
number of years.  This seems to prove that the stan dard of our work is steadily rising so well 
done to everyone who entered their work.

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         Hints for improvement from Andy – 
Try not to make the main subject central. 

Try not to make the composition too busy. 
Remember the rule of thirds with horizons. 

A slight increase in saturation lifts an image 
in dull conditions. 

Take the subject from different viewpoints. 
Keep the horizon level. 

Avoid light areas at the edges of the 
composition. 

If top mounting don’t leave glue marks on the 
image…  

(these can be taken gently off using lighter
